OUTFITTERS AND GUIDES BOARD
Boise, Idaho July 15-16, 1976

The Outfitters and Guides Board meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman
Baughman at 9:35 a.m. on July 15. Other members present were Lon Jarvis, and Bill
Guth.

The minutes were read and corrected. Lon Jarvis moved that they be approved as
corrected, seconded by Bill Guth, and passed.

There was a discussion about 0.A.R.S., Inc. being on the Salmon River at Corn
Creek without a license.

R. J. Holmes arrived at 10:00 a.m.

A discussion was held on the Ferguson bond claims and a letter composed to be
sent with the check to each claimant. Lon Jarvis moved to accept the distribution
of the Ferguson bond claims as recommended by Mr, Baughman and Bill Guth, seconded
by Recky Holmes and unanimously approved.

A telephone call was received from Mike Wilkins about a complaint against Dale
Ney.

The board recessed at 12:00 noon for lunch. The meeting reconvened at 1:15 p.m.
with Mr. Baughman, Lon Jarvis and Bill Guth present.

Brad Bevers met with the board to discuss river classificatiocns on the South
Fork and Main Payette, and the Locksa rivers for kayaking. Also discussed 0.A.R.S.,
Inc. trip going on now on the Salmon River.

Joe Leonard's letter about kayaking was read and discussed.

A telephone call from George Wendt of 0,A.R.S., Inc. about his trip on the Salmon
River was received with discussion about the outfitter license application for 0.A.R.S.,
Inc. and George Wendt as managing agent.

A letter was read from John Dolan to Gladys York about her 1975 Actuzal Use record.
Mr. Holmes made a motion, to write Dolan and ask for a copy of this report, seconded
by Mr. Guth and passed unanimously.

The board recessed at 5:00 p.m. until 8:45 a.m. on July 16th, with James Baugh-
man, Bill Guth, R. J. Holmes and Lon Jarvis present.

Guide applications for Grand Canyon Dories were reviewed and decided to hold
them until an investigation is made on the Salmon River trip.

Mr. Holmes left the meeting at 10:00 a.nm.

Instructions were given the Secretary to write Gary Merritt that he is not
licensed for Ship Island Lake for fishing trips.

Mike Wilkins telephoned about John Dorr, Vladimir Kovallﬁ and O.A.R.S. trips on
the Salmon River, also James Henry River Co.

A telephone call to our attorney, Jordan Smith, advised us not to issue any
licenses to anyone who has a violation or a citation issued by our investigators.

At 11:00 a.m. Rex Lanham and Ronald Vaughn appeared to discuss the proposed

transfer of Rex Lanham's bi% game operation as of January 1, 1977. The board saw
no difficulties when an application was presented.
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August 16-17 was set for the next board meeting and the formal hearing for
review of Harold Speltz's outfitter license denial.

Robert Merrick's outfitter license application was reviewed and hunting was de-
nied in accordance with Idaho Code 36-5L09 (b-L) & (b-5), the summer trips were
approved.

Steve Schaefer's outfitter and guide applications were reviewed. The outfitter
application was approved and the guide fee is to be returned as he will not need a
guide license with an outfitter license.

Val Johnson's letter was read asking for trailrides. The board approved them
when he has the Forest Service approval to use of the area.

A letter from Western Surety Co. cancelling Gary Madsen's bond on July 23
was read. The secretary was instructed to write Mr. Madsen telling him that unless
his bond was reinstated or he got a2 new bond, his license would be revoked.

Lon Jarvis made a motion to write Joe Munroe about being a commercial operation,
seconded by Bill Guth and unanimously approved.

A motion was made by Lon Jarvis to approve Wayne Robinson's request for back-
packing in his area, but deny the new area he asked for. It was seconded by R. J.
Holmes and passed.

A letter from Larry Jarrett asking if he would loose his arez if he did not
hunt it this year was read. The board all agreed that he would not loose it.

The secretary was instructed to write a letter to Rhett Bradford informing
him that it was alright with the board if he used Angel's area if he had Mr., Angel's
permission each year.

The board decided on the complaint received from Robert Jones about Joe Peck's
advertising that he should be written, giving him two alternatives: (1) to go to
his performance bond, or (2) a formal hearing could be held and he would have to
appear.

A motion was made by Bill Guth and seccnded by R. J. Holmes to write Ken Car-
penter informing him to eliminate the Middle Fork trip from his brochure as he is
not licensed on that river and he is not connected with Ray Taylor.

A1l incomplete applications were to be written stating this was the last re-
quest for information and that it was illegal to outfit or guide without a license.

A motion was made by Lon Jarvis and seconded by Bill Guth to set aside money
in the budget, like last year, for the arrest and conviction of person or persons
violating our law, and also to increase the budget for law enforcement, and lawyers
fee. The motion passed.

A motion was made by Lon Jarvis and seconded by R. J. Holmes to adjourn. The
motion passed and the meeting adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
