February 26 — March 1, 2001

The regular meeting of the Idaho Outfitters and Guides Licensing Board was called to
order at 8:30 AM, Monday, February 26, 2001, in the Boardroom, 1365 North Orchard,
Boise, Idaho. Board members Ray Lyon, Bill Bernt, Scott Farr and Will Judge were in
attendance. Board Chairman Wayne Hunsucker was out of town for a business
commitment and expected to return on Tuesday. Ray Lyon served as interim chairman in
his absence. Also present were Executive Director Dean Sangrey, Education/Law
Enforcement Supervisor Mike Best, and Board Counsel Steve Scanlin.

Jane McClaran, Budget Analyst, Division of Financial Management (DFM): With
assistance from Director Sangrey, Ms. McClaran reviewed the legislative status of the
IOGLB 2002 proposed budget. The Joint Finance and Appropriations Committee
(JAFC) considered the budget during their budget-setting process the previous week and
recommended approval of the Governor’s recommendation. This calls for total
expenditures for fiscal year 2002, beginning July 1, 2001, of $436,900, and includes the
addition of one full-time clerical position. Ms. McClaran also addressed the issue of
licensing consideration for qualified individuals under the age of 18. Board member Bill
Bernt had pursued this matter, expressing his view that under certain circumstances an
individual who is not yet 18 years old but adequately trained and experienced to satisfy
operational requirements in some guided situations ought to be exempted from the
minimum age requirement. The Board addressed this issue in the form of a suggested
legislative amendment last summer and DFM declined to support it at that time on the
basis that individuals not of the age of majority could not be held responsible for their
conduct and performance under a state license. Scott Farr and Bill Bernt inquired about
the likelihood that an exemption could be considered legal under special circumstances
where the Board agrees to recognize the qualifications of an underage person in
extenuating circumstances. Ms. McClaran stated she didn’t feel the situation would
satisfy the legal concerns.

Executive Session: In accordance with Sec. 67-2345, Idaho Code, MSC (Judge-Farr) TO
GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION AT 9:25 AM TO DISCUSS PERSONNEL AND
LITIGATION MATTERS. MSC (Bernt-Judge) TO COME OUT OF EXECUTIVE
SESSION AT 9:40 AM WITH NO DECISIONS MADE.

STAFF REPORTS: Dean Sangrey, Executive Director: Personnel — Director Sangrey
reported on the present status of current staff, relating Fay Allen’s recent return to work
on a part-time basis following surgery in January. Her recovery appears to be progressing
satisfactorily and she hopes to be back working fulltime in the not-too-distant future.
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Steps will be taken sometime in March to begin hiring some of the seasonal part-time
clerical positions the agency will need for the upcoming license renewal season. At the
same time, planning will continue in preparation for filling the new fulltime position
effective July 1, 2001. Licensing Status Report — As of February 22™ the office has
issued 422 outfitter, 287 designated agent, and 2,254 guide licenses so far for the 2000-
2001 license year. These figures compare to 418, 284, and 2,206 respectively for the
same period in 2000. Also, issuance of new licenses to be effective April 1, 2001 began
on January 12" with 35 outfitter, 26 designated agent, and 12 guides issued thus far.
Additionally, the Director reviewed standard application processing procedures used by
the staff relating to incomplete applications. When an application is received for
processing and is determined to be incomplete, the discrepancies are noted in an advisory
letter, which is returned to the applicant for completion. Once any problems are resolved,
then processing of the application continues. Following a discussion, the Board agreed
this process was appropriate to deal with those kinds of problems. Lewis & Clark
Bicentennial Outfitter Opportunities — The Director presented a recap of the results of
the evaluation process for the applications received for the various outfitted opportunities
identified in the joint prospectus developed by the IOGLB and staff from the Clearwater
National Forest. In accordance with the cooperative guidelines developed by the two
agencies, a joint analysis of applications was undertaken in McCall, Idaho, by a selection
committee comprised of Board members Ray Lyon and Will Judge and Director Sangrey,
and Lochsa District Ranger Cindy Lane, North Fork District Ranger Doug Gober, and
Recreation Staff Linda Fee from the Lochsa Ranger District. Carol Hennessey from the
Lochsa Ranger District facilitated the review process. Qualifying applications were
reviewed and graded according to their individual merits and the successful applicant
identified in each category. These final determinations were certified by the committee
and forwarded to the IOGLB for formal acceptance. A special teleconference Board
meeting was conducted on February 9, 2001 wherein the IOGLB reviewed the results of
the application evaluation and officially accepted the results and committee
recommendations. The committee agreed that written notification would be prepared by
Carol Hennessey and forwarded directly to each successful applicant. Qutstanding
Resource Water (ORW) Consideration — Legislative consideration for establishing
ORW designation for the Middle Fork of the Salmon River and the Selway River was
killed in committee earlier in the legislative session. The IOGLB had been identified as a
possible designated agency for overview of the Best Management Practices (BMP’s)
related to outfitted activities on these rivers under the ORW guidelines. Alan Lamm,
Mainstream Outdoor Adventures — Director Sangrey has been working with Mr.
Lamm and personnel from the Hells Canyon National Recreation Area (HCNRA) to
complete efforts to establish licensing consideration on the SN12 section of the Snake
River in Hells Canyon for Mr. Lamm. Coordination has continued between the agencies
and outfitters involved and a final determination on approving the establishment of Mr.
Lamm’s licensed and permitted authorization on this section of the river should be
concluded in the near future. Craters of the Moon National Monument (CMNM)
Expansion — Mr. Rick Vandervoet, with the Bureau of Land Management in Shoshone,
has contacted the IOGLB to initiate discussions relative to potential ramifications of the
expanded boundaries for the CMNM. The BLM wants to pursue consideration of
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potential additional outfitted opportunities in the Monument area insofar as some interest
has already been expressed by a licensed outfitter in the area. The Director will continue
negotiations with Mr. Vandervoet to arrange a formal meeting between the IOGLB and
BLM staft at the April Board meeting.

Steve Scanlin, Board Counsel: Rich Cook Appeal — Mr. Scanlin presented the
concluding report regarding the Rich Cook appeal. After all possible appeals had been
concluded, disbursement checks to the original complainants in the case were prepared
from the trust account and distributed by Mr. Scanlin. IOGLB Policy Manual — The
final draft of the policy manual was reviewed for the Board members, explaining the
content of the index, the main portions of the manual, and a minor correction that will be
updated and sent to each member for replacement. The manual is a public record and can
be provided upon request. The Director will forward a copy to the IOGA. Darl Allred,
Sawtooth Wilderness Outfitters, Appeal Hearings — Hearings are scheduled for March

5" and 6" before Hearing Officer Ms. Jean Uranga in the matter of the appeal filed by Mr.

Darl Allred pertaining to recent licensing decisions on amendment requests of Mr, Tuck
Russell and Mr. Chris Korell. The hearings will be conducted at the [OGLB office. Ron
Sherer, Steel Mountain Outfitters, Appeal Hearing — A hearing regarding the appeal
filed by Mr. Ron Sherer relative to the operating area boundary dispute with Darl Allred
is scheduled to be held on April 13", also before Ms. Uranga, at the IOGLB office. This
matter concerns the IOGLB’s decision in establishing an adjusted boundary between Mr.
Sherer’s historic operating area in IDFG Mgmt Unit 39 and a formerly vacated area
adjacent to his that has been approved for Mr. Allred.

Mike Best, Education/Law Enforcement Supervisor: Staffing — Mr. Best presented
his current report on Board enforcement agent and investigator staffing. There currently
are nine enforcement agents and five investigators employed part-time by the
enforcement bureau. In addition, Mr. Best has coordinated with personnel at Boise State
University under their intern program for three students who are enrolled in the criminal
justice program. These individuals will work part-time assisting with various aspects of
enforcement and complaint investigation. Enforcement Policy Guidelines — The
Supervisor reviewed the current policy adopted by the IOGLB in 1994 for prioritizing
work of the bureau and establishing what emphasis should be applied to complaints,
unlicensed outfitting and guiding, etc. The Board agreed to review the existing
guidelines and bring their suggestions and recommendations back to the April Board
meeting. Complaint Status — A detailed report on the results of past investigations was
presented to the Board. This information provides background into the types of
investigations being pursued by the bureau and the results of those efforts, including
determinations made by the investigators, the Supervisor and Director, and the Board
Prosecutor. Clearwater Management Council — Supervisor Best and Director Sangrey
attended a meeting of the Clearwater Management Council (CMC) in Lewiston on
February 14" The purpose of the CMC is to protect and conserve the values of the
Clearwater River for present and future generations, and it’s membership includes county
commissioner representation from Clearwater, Idaho, Lewis, Nez Perce, and Latah
Counties, as well as the U.S. Forest Service, Bureau of Land Management, Idaho
Department of Fish & Game, the Nez Perce Tribe, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, and
the North Central District Health Department. The Council is considering whether to
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take a more structured role in regulating activities that take place on the river, including
commercial recreational services. The BLM is considering their possible role in
establishing a permit requirement for these activities, recognizing that a state outfitter
license is already required for commercial operators. Further review and discussion of
the current situation will continue, and the Council invited the IOGLB to become a non-
voting member of the group and participate in future meetings.

The meeting recessed for lunch at 12:05 PM, following which the Board proceeded to the
Idaho Statehouse to observe the Senate confirmation hearing scheduled for Board
appointee Will Judge.

Senate Confirmation Hearing: Will Judge appeared before the Senate Resources and
Environment Committee for his confirmation hearing. At the conclusion of that
discussion, the committee had a discussion regarding HB176. Concerns were expressed
by members of the committee regarding language in the bill that addressed the renting or
leasing of pack or saddle stock for retrieval of harvested big game. Following the
discussion the committee moved to amend parts of the legislation dealing with this issue.

Following this appearance at the statehouse, the meeting reconvened at the IOGLB
boardroom at 3:00 PM with all members present.

Lanny Harward: Mr. Harward appeared before the Board to explain his proposal for
establishing a program of experiential training to be conducted in the vicinity of the
South Fork of the Snake River. He described the intended focus of his ropes course and
explained how he hoped to be able to conduct these activities on and around that stretch
of the river. He has been reviewing his proposal with personnel from the Bureau of Land
Management in Idaho Falls as well. Following this discussion, the Board encouraged Mr.
Harward to submit a petition to the Board for their consideration for possible exemption
of his program under present licensing statutes.

Bruce Connelly, Whiskey Mountain Qutfitters: Mr. Connelly came in to visit with the
Board regarding some concerns that had surfaced last fall pertaining to a client he had
booked for a controlled deer hunt in Owyhee County. This issue had to do with
following the proper guidelines required for dealing with allocated controlled hunts. At
the conclusion of this discussion, it was made clear to Mr. Connelly what steps must be
followed to ensure the proper procedures are adhered to for booking hunts and
completing the necessary controlled hunt requirements.

The meeting recessed at 6:20 PM and reconvened at 8:15 AM, Tuesday, February 27"
with all members present, including Chairman Wayne Hunsucker.

Kate Corson, Show Cause Hearing: Ms. Corson appeared before the Board in a show
cause hearing to answer allegations of having a felony conviction on her record. During
the course of the hearing, testimony and evidence established that Ms. Corson had pled
guilty to a felony charge of issuing insufficient funds checks and was placed on probation
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and ordered to pay restitution and perform community service. Upon satisfactory
completion of these court-ordered penalties, she petitioned the court to withdraw her
guilty plea and expunge all reference to this incident from her record. The District Judge
granted this request and her record was cleared on December 11, 1995. Based on this
information, MSC (Bernt-Judge) THAT BASED ON THE LENGTH OF TIME THAT
HAS PASSED SINCE MS. CORSON PLED GUILTY AND SINCE THE INCIDENT
ORIGINALLY TOOK PLACE, THE CHARGE FILED BY THE LICENSING BOARD
BE DISMISSED. BOARD MEMBER RAY LYON RECUSED HIMSELF FROM THE
FORMAL DECISION IN THIS MATTER.

Phil Baker, dba: Bear Creek Outfitters: Mr. Baker appeared before the Board to
review his current licensed operating area and discuss concerns he has about neighboring
outfitter Malone Properties, Inc. According to Mr. Baker, he has experienced negative
reaction from current and potential clients when they discover the adjoining outfitter to
his operation is Karl Malone and the clients then decide they want to book with Malone
Properties instead. Mr. Baker also informed the Board he is extremely interested in being
considered for licensure in another adjacent operating area that was most recently
licensed to Mr. Brad Ipsen. Mr. Ipsen failed to renew his outfitter license last year and
also lost his special use permit authorization with the Caribou National Forest. The
Director explained to Mr. Baker that the permitting and licensing situation relative to Mr.
Ipsen’s previous operation will be reviewed by the respective agencies in the near future
and decisions made as to future commercial operations. This review will be conducted in
accordance with the provisions of the MOU between the Forest Service and the IOGLB.

Executive Session: In accordance with the provisions of Sec. 67-2345, Idaho Code, MSC
(Lyon-Bernt) TO GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION AT 10:42 AM TO DISCUSS
LITIGATION MATTERS. MSC (Lyon-Farr) TO COME OUT OF EXECUTIVE
SESSION AT 11:20 AM WITH NO DECISIONS MADE.

Clyde “Leo” Durand, Show Cause Hearing: A telephonic show cause hearing was
called to order at 11:20 AM with Mr. Durand at his residence in Hawaii. Mr. Durand was
charged with unethical/unprofessional conduct stemming from an incident that occurred
during a float trip on the Main Salmon River in May, 2000 for his employer, Destination
Wilderness, Ken Streater, Designated Agent. He allegedly left his raft, with five clients
on board, swam in the river, and then entered another raft separate and apart from the one
for which he was responsible, in violation of the provisions of IOGLB Rules 002.45 and
055. At the conclusion of testimony from Mr. Best as to the results of the Board’s
investigation, Mr. Streater presented comments on behalf of Mr. Durand. At the
conclusion of this testimony and upon review of evidence presented, MSC (Farr-Lyon)
THAT AN ADVISORY LETTER BE SENT TO MR. DURAND ENCOURAGING HIM
TO ENSURE HIS COMPLIANCE WITH EXISTING IOGLB LAWS AND RULES
AND TO USE APPROPRIATE DISCRETION WHEN DEALING WITH CLIENTS IN
THE FUTURE.
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Outfitted Turkey Hunting: An open meeting was called to order by Chairman
Hunsucker for the purpose of further IOGLB consideration for licensing of outfitted wild
turkey hunting in Idaho. The meeting was attended by Jeff Gould, IDFG, Jack Fisher and
Bill Goodnight, representing the Idaho Wildlife Federation (IWF), Charlie Henry,
President of the Idaho Wild Turkey Federation (IWTF), Idaho Fish & Game
Commissioner Don Clower, and Joseph Peterson, Travis Bullock, and Grant Simonds
representing the IOGA. Various comments were shared with the Board from the
audience, including: concerns that outfitted clients would have more opportunity to hunt
during the week when most other local hunters are working and unable to hunt; a
question of how accurate are the estimates on numbers of turkeys in Idaho: if some form
of limited outfitted hunting were approved by the IOGLB, restrictions on hunter numbers
and maximum harvest would be possible; and a recommendation that any scoping effort
pursued by the Board should also be directed to the private landowners who would stand
to potentially benefit from these types of operations, and the potential client base for the
hunts, as well. During the December IOGLB meeting, at which time the Board formally
considered the recommendation made by the Commission for limited commercial turkey
hunting opportunities for a test period, Mr. Gould requested a chance to provide
additional input relative to the most recent harvest and tag purchase statistics from the
IDFG for the 2000 season. After discussing this information provided by Mr. Gould and
hearing additional comment from the attendees, MSC (Farr-Judge) THAT THE BOARD
IS DETERMINED TO PROCEED WITH EFFORTS TO GATHER ADDITIONAL
PUBLIC INPUT THROUGH PUBLIC SCOPING AND OTHER METHODS WHICH
WILL ASSIST WITH ESTABLISHING A PLAN OF ACTION TO GATHER AS
MUCH RELATIVE PUBLIC INPUT AS POSSIBLE.

Bill Widgren, Designated Agent, Middle Fork Ranch: Mr. Widgren made a
presentation to the Board regarding their desire to temporarily modify their operating area
description to allow some of their hunts to be conducted within the boundaries of the
Middle Fork Lodge, a neighboring operation. Because of the impacts caused by the
forest fires in 2000, they feel this adjustment would be a significant help for them while
their area recovers. This proposal has been discussed with the management at Middle
Fork Lodge and they have agreed with the requested adjustment on a temporary basis.
Mr. Widgren showed a map that depicts the boundaries of the proposed modified area.
At the conclusion of this discussion, MSC (Lyon-Hunsucker) TO APPROVE THIS
REQUESTED ADJUSTMENT IN OPERATING AREA BOUNDARIES BETWEEN
THE MIDDLE FORK RANCH AND MIDDLE FORK LODGE ON A TEMPORARY
BASIS. BOARD MEMBER SCOTT FARR RECUSED HIMSELF FROM
PARTICIPATING IN THE DECISION.

Hyde Outfitters Fishing Tournament: The Board reviewed letters and correspondence
submitted by concerned outfitters and other individuals regarding the proposed whitefish
fishing tournament that has been organized by Hyde Outfitters on the South Fork of the
Snake River and the Henry’s Fork. The tournament was originally scheduled for the
weekend of March 31-April 1 and in December Hyde submitted a request for an
exemption from the IOGLB on the number of boats allowed on the river for this two day
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event. The request was reviewed by the Board at that time and approved on a one-time
basis. Following that action, several individuals became concerned about the potential
negative impacts this type of activity could have on these river sections, and sent letters
expressing these concerns to the IOGLB and the IDFG. A meeting has been organized to
bring all the parties together to discuss the situation and find a satisfactory way to resolve
the issues that have been raised.

Steve Barton, Craig Wiedmeier, IDFG: Mr. Barton and Mr. Wiedmeier had a
discussion with the Board relative to the proposed new tag allocation policy being
developed by the IOGLB. The Board inquired as to whether the Department felt they
could assist with implementation of certain elements of the new guidelines that will need
close cooperation from IDFG staff. After reviewing the drafted language and discussing
several facets of how the proposal may be put into practice, Mr. Barton didn’t feel there
would be significant problems implementing at least part of the policy immediately.
Once the policy is completed and formally adopted by the IOGLB, coordination will
continue with IDFG staff from the Licensing Bureau to prepare needed instructions and
guidelines for Department regional office staff as to the coordination needed with the
allocation vouchers, etc.

New Outfitter License Applications from Wade Taysom and Kelton Hatch: Director
Sangrey presented an overview of two applications that have been received from
individuals in the Pocatello/Soda Springs area. Mr. Wade Taysom has submitted an
amendment proposal to add additional area for hunting activities adjacent to his current
licensed operating area in Unit 71. Part of this request also identifies land situated in Unit
72, which has also been applied for under a new outfitter license application submitted by
local resident Kelton Hatch. The Director identified the general areas under consideration
on the map and advised that a public notice is being prepared to solicit comment from
area residents. If the next Board meeting is scheduled in Idaho F alls, efforts will be made
to schedule an appointment for both of these applicants to make presentations to the
Board.

The meeting recessed at 5:45 PM and reconvened at §:10 AM, Wednesday, February 28",
with all members present.

Jagged Edge Outfitters, Inc., David Shillinger, Designated Agent: Mr. & Mrs.
Shillinger appeared before the Board to discuss the status of the historic use calculated for
allocated tags in their operating area. They feel that accurate use records were not
maintained or properly reported or documented to the IOGLB from the previous licensed
outfitter in this area. They have gathered some background information from use reports
filed with the U.S. Forest Service that they feel should be reevaluated and considered for
adjustment to the official allocation figures. Mr. Shillinger was asked to compile as
much complete information as possible relating to hunters names, addresses, license and
tag numbers, etc., so that a more accurate determination can be made as to which hunters
were hunted where and when.
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Ron Dickemore, District Ranger, Palisades Ranger District, Lynn Merrill, District
Conservation Officer, IDFG: Mr. Dickemore and Mr. Merrill came before the Board to
address some outfitter operational concerns they feel exist on some of the more sensitive
tributaries to Palisades Reservoir and the surrounding area within the Palisades Ranger
District. They have documented what appears to be deliberate abuse of authorized
fishing activities on some of the secondary streams in this area and feel the situation is
further exacerbated by what appear to be questionable employment arrangements
between some of the water-based and land-based outfitters. Mr. Dickemore stated he has
concerns that some of the fishing activity that has taken place in the past with the land-
based outfitters has in fact been incidental in nature on a very limited basis. Now because
of the aggressive pursuit of more fishing opportunity by some of the local fly fishing
outfitters, there is too much pressure on some of these fragile resources. Both Mr.
Dickemore and Mr. Merrill suggested that renewed efforts must be developed to further
the education of the outfitters and guides to this problem and develop more effective
ways to track how many guided trips are taking place, what guides are on what bodies of
water, and when. They think this effort alone will help to better control the abuse that
seems so obvious to many of the local residents. The Board will discuss this matter
further and consider efforts to have more of a presence in these areas in question in the
future.

Travis Bullock, Mile High Outfitters: Mr. Bullock appeared before the Board to
reiterate his concerns about several issues relating to his authorized operating area
boundary and the activities he and his neighboring outfitters are licensed to conduct.
These concerns relate to potential overcrowding of commercial opportunities; proposals
for fishing activities on some mountain lakes; confusion over apparent extension of walk
and wade fishing opportunities on Big Creek when past sales and transfers of businesses
have occurred; and additional future hunting opportunities for both bighorn sheep and
moose. The Director will work with Mr. Bullock on researching the background and
causes for some of these situations and try to resolve them by the next Board meeting in
April.

The meeting recessed at 12:00 PM for lunch and reconvened at 1:40 PM with all
members present.

Tag Allocation Policy Review: The Chairman called a public meeting to order for the
purpose of receiving input from interested individuals regarding the draft policy
guidelines being considered for the tag allocation process. In conjunction with the new
draft policy, a brief Q&A is being formulated to assist the industry with interpretation and
understanding of the policy. Those present for the discussion included Travis Bullock,
Darl Allred, Grant Simonds, outfitter Buzz Davis and his new employee Casey Kuenzli,
outfitter Butch Harper, Craig Wiedmeier from the IDFG Licensing Section, and
Education Supervisor Mike Best. A variety of suggestions and recommendations were
shared among the group, including clarification of several of the points addressed in the
policy; IOGLB needing flexibility to deal with “last minute” validation of tags; how will
the actual exchange of tags be handled and documented; a specific expiration date should
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be identified on the vouchers to be used; clarification of the difference between released
or surrendered tags; consider establishing a waiting list for relinquished tags; and other
related issues. Mr. Wiedmeier offered several observations and suggestions for how
IDFG staff might handle different steps in the procedures. At the conclusion of this
review process, MSC (Lyon-Farr) TO APPROVE AND IMPLEMENT THE NEW
OUTFITTER TAG ALLOCATION POLICY BEING DEVELOPED BY THE BOARD,
WITH FURTHER ADJUSTMENTS TO BE REFINED OVER THE NEXT FEW DAYS.
THE POLICY WILL ESTABLISH A CUT-OFF DATE OF JUNE 30™ FOR RETURN
TO THE IOGLB OF UNSOLD ALLOCATED TAG VOUCHERS AND WILL
STIPULATE THAT FACTOR FORMULA ADJUSTMENTS WILL BE
ACCOMPLISHED EVERY 5 YEARS, STARTING IN 2006.

The meeting recessed at 5:30 PM and reconvened at 8:00 AM, Thursday, March 1%, with
all members present.

Claude Dallas Parole Consideration: The Board reviewed a letter advising of an
upcoming parole hearing for convicted murderer Claude Dallas. The letter encouraged as
many letters as possible be sent to the Parole Commission recommending denial of
parole. The Board unanimously supported a recommendation that the Director prepare an
appropriate letter to the Pardons and Parole Commission opposing Mr. Dallas’ parole.

Financial Report: Director Sangrey reviewed the present status of the Board’s operating
budget as of close of business on January 31%, and again reviewed the significant
elements of the proposed fiscal year 2002 budget. Following this review, MSC (Judge-
Farr) TO APPROVE THE FINANCIAL REPORT AS PRESENTED, WITH
EXPLANATIONS.

December Board Meeting Minutes, January 25, 2001 Special Meeting, and February
9,2001 Special Meeting: The Board reviewed the minutes of the meetings conducted
since December. Bill Bernt suggested a correction related to “Federal fee payment”
requirements in the Lewis & Clark evaluation process needed to be included in the
minute entry for December 5" regarding the teleconference discussion with
representatives from the Clearwater National Forest.
